Jump into the River, it is full of water, Pastor Brian rever-
berated throughout the sermon. It has the current to take you through God’s purposes in 
your life.

The River of God flows from the sanctuary, the throne of God. Wherever it flowed, it 
brought life and healing. The River of God is full of life and is a place of abundant supply. 
The River of God brings gladness. It rejuvenates all those who get by it. The rivers as ex-
plained in the book of Jeremiah, is a place where trees stood strong and healthy and 
yielded fruit continuously without ceasing, even during famine. The leaves were ever-
green. In the book of Revelation we see a picture of the River of God,  clear as crystal, 
beside which the tree of life stood and bore new fruits and it’s leaves were for healing 
and life. How rich and abundant it is to abide by the waters of that River!  
 

Another amazing thing to observe was that the River of God starts flowing from below the 
altar, a place of sacrifice. Jesus was sacrificed for our sake and when we believe on Him 
we have the river of living waters flowing from within us. We don't need to strive. It is a 
step of faith. It will clean every dirt and slime off our lives! We all need to be immersed in 
this crystal clear, pure river.  It is our place of abundance.

Last Friday, Pastor Brian Richardson explained the importance of feasting on the Word of 
God. As much as food is important for our physical bodies, it is important for each one of 
us to feed ourselves with spiritual food. Jesus says, we are not to labor for food that per-
ishes, but for the supernatural food that endures to eternal life. We do not need to labor 
to receive this supernatural food, we just need to believe on Jesus.  Jesus said, “I am the 
bread of life”.  Those who partake of this heavenly bread, will never be in want.  We need 
to feast on the Word on a daily basis. The Israelites who wandered in the desert for 40 
years ate manna which they gathered, each day! It was  God’s supernatural provision 
which kept them healthy throughout their wanderings. Similarly, it is very important to 
feast on the Word of God on a daily basis. It will make us supernaturally  strong to over-
come every situation and trial we may face in this harsh and hostile world.  

Pastor Brian, explained the ways in which we could feast on Christ. Feasting on Jesus 
means to read and meditate on the Word of God, to fellowship and break bread regularly, 
to worship and pray continually, pray in the spirit as often as possible etc. We could pray 
any time and anywhere, with an attitude and understanding of approaching our Father, 
just like ‘climbing on to Daddy’s lap’. We also need to understand the necessity to feed 
ourselves and not to always depend on others to feed us.  It is very important to abide in 
Christ, knowing that He is El Shaddai—The all sufficient one. Feasting on Jesus is not a   
normal experience but is supernatural.
